Nonstop doing feeds the illusion that we’re in 
control. 
 
Jesus’ words shatter the myths about time that 
give us a sense of power and security. Even he 
doesn’t know when he will return to fully establish 
God’s reign of justice, love, and wholeness here 
on earth. Our schedules and timelines cannot 
confine or define the work of God. Knowing this 
isn’t necessarily comforting; it might even create 
some serious anxiety. Jesus’ words seem to 
encourage the exact opposite of hope.
